If you have any COVID-19 symptoms (like a fever, 
cough, sore/scratchy throat, shortness of breath, 
loss of smell or taste), you may put other people 
at risk.  Please do not attend the college until you 
are feeling better. Courses are subject to current 
Public Health orders and restrictions. Either a 
full refund or a transfer to another course will be 
offered to participants if the course is cancelled

CERTIFICATES

For accredited courses, students who are deemed 
competent automatically receive a certificate. For 
all other courses, students who have attended at 
least 75% of sessions may obtain a Certificate of 
Attendance by a non-refundable payment of $10 at 
the time of enrolment. Accredited Certificates are 
available for collection from the WEA Illawarra office 
two weeks after outcomes are received from tutor 
or can be mailed out on request. Non-accredited 
certificates will be posted at the end of term.  
Requests for certificates after the end of the term will 
incur an additional administrative fee of $5.
